	Approval of the Minutes
· Format of minutes altered to be more concise. Approval of the minutes was deferred for the following meeting so everyone has an opportunity to review them.
TedTalks at CCNM (Olivia Leung and Nicole Tillie) 
· A first year CCNM student is wishing to host TedTalk at CCNM with the goal of promoting naturopathic medicine. Need 500 people to complete the survey, currently at 254, mostly by individuals not associated with CCNM.  
· Melanie to confirm with Cindy that survey has been forwarded [ACTION}
· Oliva Leung was encouraged to send the students name and information to Dr. Carino which would be directed to the Marketing department. [ACTION]

Quality of exam Questions 

· Students have concerns about the quality of exam questions regarding coherence, typos and missing words, specifically first year anatomy and physiology exams. Second year homeopathy had errors on the exam for the past two years but the instructor has apologized and made efforts to correct mistakes. The new exam system has all questions uploaded to a main database and the accuracy of these questions is the ownership of each instructor. It was raised that proofreading of these questions would decrease errors however full proofreading would require someone to review roughly 500 questions per course. 

· Melanie will speak with Dr. El’Hashemy to develop a system of proofreading exams to ensure accuracy and both will report back next meeting. [ACTION]
Exam comments on Scantron Sheets  
· A concern was raised that comments from exams written on the back of scantron are not being addressed. Comments written on back of exams are directed to faculty by the OAA. Jasmine will determine what the typical response is to the comments during the faculty meeting and report back. [ACTION]
Curriculum review board report 

· Dr. Carino reported updates from the curriculum review board. The curriculum review board decided that Social-emotional learning is worthy of review but needs a firm plan of implementation before approval. Integrative oncology in its online delivery to fourth year students was formally approved. BYBS focus shift was not approved although the recommendation was to support Dr. Khalili in her development of the BYBS program. The health psychology proposal was reviewed, and CRB made recommendations which will go to SFAF.  
· Dr. Carino explained that there was a proposal submitted regarding the delivery of primary care, however this was not a curriculum content issue, but rather a academic delivery issue and was instead forwarded to the instructor. 
Anti-oppression Training 
· The Circle of Care Committee has raised concerns that there is an ESL student not feeling included in the CCNM community. Challenges to integration are: different academic schedules, IMG reps aren’t present at ADNSA meetings, and that social aspects are not geared toward including all students. It was encouraged that ways to bridge relationships between all students are explored and that cultural competency should be integrated into the program. 

· Dr. Carino will look into anti-oppression training and ways to integrate this training into the curriculum and go to the IMG reps to look at ways to create more engagement.  [ACTION]. 
· Scott Dainty to go back to NSA and determine next steps with regards to IMG integration [ACTION]
· Melanie to look at schedule to make sure no issues around reps attending with class schedule. [ACTION]
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
