	Approval of the Minutes
· Motion to approve minutes from January 25th (Dave Hall and Nicole Tillie). Approved by all. 

· Motion to approve minutes from March 14th (Max Crispo and Nicole Tillie). Approved by all. 

Graduation (Dave Hall) 

· Important graduation information will be posted to moodle for 4th year students. It is imperative that 4th year students check moodle regularly. 
Update: Exam Quality 

· The OAA will be hiring naturopathic faculty to peer-review questions. The expectation was that the questions that were uploaded were previously peer-reviewed. Audits will be performed going forward to assess accuracy. 
Update: Exam comments on scantron sheets 

· The OAA sends comments with statistics for the exam, the majority of full-time faculty read these comments, however there are some faculty that do not. Not all faculty discuss exam comments in class but make changes as needed for future or current exams. The faculty that do not read these comments will be reminded and a checklist may be created for faculty to sign-off that they have read these comments. 
Clinical Medicine (Scott Dainty)  
· Concerns were raised for certain exams (e.g., Clinical Medicine) that contain question stems that require a correct answer for the first question about diagnosis, in order to correctly answer subsequent questions. Dr. El-Hashemy and Dr. Carino will speak to the instructor about case stems that require the first question to be correct in order to correctly answer subsequent questions. [ACTION]

Duplicate questions: 

· There is a concern that duplicated questions have been found in exams. For exams that have a duplicate question, the faculty member, Dr. De Groot and Dr. El-Hashemy meet to discuss how to approach the duplicate questions. Exam audits and peer-review of exams will minimize duplicate questions from being added to exams. 

Update on TedTalks at CCNM: 

· Dr. Carino has forwarded TedTalk information to marketing and faculty. This information has not yet been forwarded to faculty to the knowledge of ADNSA. 

Clinic Update (Dr. Ziefman):  

· Patient numbers are what would be expected. 22% of class was below where they should be, however this is typically expected for this time of year. 

· The incoming class schedule for next year is complete. This schedule will be posted in the clinic entered into the scheduling software soon. 
Massage Class (Greg Nasmith) 

· There were students that felt uncomfortable with a mixed gendered room for a massage practical last week. Dr. Beernick will meet with the instructor and Greg Nasmith to provide suggestions to minimize student discomfort before massage practicals and create a guidance policy for opting out of non-mandatory training [ACTION]

Supplemental and Resit Schedule for Third Years
· Some students are concerned about needing to delay clinic if they require two supplemental exams. 

· Accommodations students are being contacted individually regarding their resit schedule. 
Anatomy Self-Study

· First year students are concerned about the degree of self-study required for anatomy. Years 1 Academic Representatives will speak with anatomy instructor about their concerns about self-study and pacing of material [ACTION]
Actions and Decisions was postponed to next week to allow ADNSA to have more time to update. 
Update on Academic Plan (Dr. Carino) 

· In the next 2-3 years, the curriculum will be reviewed. A curriculum revision committee will be created involving Leah Daniels, Bob Bernhardt, Dr. Carino, Dr. El-Hashemy, Melanie Katovich and two faculty members. A discussion document will likely be posted within the next months on moodle and is meant to be provocative to get feedback on the curriculum. From this document, the committee will develop a plan going forward. 
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
